As of May 1, 2015, the City of Winnipeg will allow West St. Paul to become operational for 

sewage treatment for the residents within the Whistler Hollow subdivision located at Main Street 

and Drury Avenue.

Sewage can officially flow to the North End Treatment Plant.

West St. Paul is the first rural municipality to hook into the City of Winnipeg's wastewater 

treatment system and has become a model system for Regional cooperation.

West St. Paul.
